There shall be no use of hitting, corporal punishment, abusive language,
ridicule, or harsh, humiliating or frightening treatment, or any other kind of
child abuse/neglect/exploitation.
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Discipline shall not be associated with the behavior of children in regard to
rest, toilet training or food.
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Children shall not be isolated without supervision
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Discipline shall not be associated with withholding or emotional responses or
stimulation and shall not require the child to remain silent for long periods or
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The methods of guidance and discipline used shall be positive, consistent with
the developmental needs of the children, and applied with the full
knowledge and understanding of the parent(s).
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a. Positive reinforcement of appropriate behavior shall be the primary
form of guidance and discipline used. Methods shall include verbal

praise, and rewards.
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b. In cases when positive reinforcement is not effective, the child will be
redirected to another activity or area of play, in which he or she will be
praised for proper behavior.
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c. In cases when positive reinforcement and redirection are not effective,
or when the child’s behavior is immediately harmful to another child,
the child will be separated from his/her activities or play for a period of
not more than five minutes.
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
